Like any building project, one of the last things to be done is the actual construction.
Since the capital campaign was first launched last March, several parishioners have been
working behind the scenes to cover many important requirements before the parish can actually
build: insurance, zoning, access on/off route #8, architectural designs...to name a few.

Monday, November 19, Mike Braun, Ralph Cooper, Mike Farris, Mike Feinauer, Bob
Huber (chair of the building committee), Rick Woeste, Ann Wright and the pastor, met with part of
the diocese’s finance committee, called deposit and loan committee at the Catholic Center in
Erlanger. The parishioners submitted a fourteen-page report outlining the parish’s need for a
center, the progress thus far of the capital campaign, the parish’s ability to handle a loan until the
pledges are fulfilled over the next two years, the financial health of the school, etc. The report
aimed to be honest and frank. The deposit and loan committee (five Northern Kentucky folk,
representing business and banking interests), thanked the St. Philip’s people for a professional
and thorough report. They will now take the report to the full diocesan finance committee and
make a recommendation to the bishop. The committee thought it would be mid-December before
the parish would learn how to proceed with the project.

Though we don’t want to count our chickens before they're hatched, the committee’s
initial impression seemed positive. They were particularly impressed with the breadth of interest
and support that St. Philip parishioners were showing towards this project, and how well the
capital campaign was going in its first year.

Living in a country that prides itself
on plurality, alternatives, and choice, we find
many things that are enriching and
satisfying. That's borne out everyday life as
we shop, choose courses in college, browse
the ‘net, press the ‘remote, and decide what
we'll do this evening. Such a lifestyle has a
lot to offer. History has shown that after a
while it will affect how we see religion. At St.
Philip's over the past twenty years we have
experienced a flexibility that allows for more
open-mindedness, congeniality, and creative
thinking. This is not a judgment on the past.
Our forefathers and mothers faced a number
of challenging and serious issues and
handled them the best way they could. Now
it is our turn.

From time to time we hear that 2one
religion is as good as another,® 2we need to
get along,® or 2in the end what does it
matter?° History once again offers a record
that we need to bear in mind. While we are
encouraged to respect the thinking and
values of others, we're asked to remember
our own values and to test them-are they
true, or are our values just one set of values
among many?
